· Each team will have 8-10 minutes to perform, including the introduction and exit steps. Two (2) steps will be deducted for each minute overtime.

· Dancing is only allowed during the introduction & exit steps

· Inappropriate dance moves while performing are NOT permitted. This will result in an instant disqualification.

· No use of fire, helium or confetti is permitted. All props and special requirements must be approved by

· Appropriate music is required.  NO profanity will be permitted.  All music will be screened PRIOR to the day of the performance. 
· Each step team must have all music cued and on one CD—no tapes will be allowed.  In addition, all teams are required to have a designated Sound Coordinator to assist with music during their performance. 
· We recommend that each step team bring two (2) copies of their music on the day of the event. 
· If lighting cues vary during a step team’s performance, the team will be required to have a designated Lighting Coordinator to assist with lighting during their performance.
